K.M.C.S. ALUMNI MEETING

Meeting was called to order at 10:05 AM.

Letter of Resignation from Brenda (Hale) O’Brien:

Bill Strate read a letter of resignation from Brenda (Hale) O’Brien.  In the letter Brenda stated that the current balance in the account for the alumni association was $2,508.35.  She notified Community Bank (Hermon) that as of November 18, 2005, she would no longer be signing any checks on the account, as she would no longer be on the committee.  Jim Smith made a motion to accept Brenda’s resignation; seconded by Sue Collins.  Discussion:  Mertice Jeffries noted the length of time and the amount of work that Brenda has put into the association and the annual banquet each year, stating that in most cases it was with very little help from other alumnus.  It was noted by several attending alumni members that they have on several occasions offered their help, but were never contacted.  It was stated by several attendees that there seemed to be a breakdown in communication between members of the association and Brenda, including but not limited to the lack of an annual meeting/business report at the last banquet, the lack of treasurer’s report, and the lack of attention in the collection of dues.  Brenda was recognized at the meeting for the amount of work that she has put into the alumni banquet over the years and the great job that she has done in the past for the association.  It was recommended that a letter of appreciation/recognition be sent to Brenda and put on the website regarding her service to the association.  All were in favor.

Acting Chairman & Acting Secretary:  A nomination was made by Marie Rocca, seconded by Charlie Tupper, and unanimously approved for Bill Strate to be “Acting Chairman” for the meeting.  A nomination was made by Sue Collins, seconded by Vivian Warren, and unanimously approved for Dori Warren to be “Acting Secretary” for this meeting. 

Association Constitution/By-Laws:  Vivian Warren handed out copies of the Constitution/By-Laws to the attendees.  Article III:  In light of the fact that there was no annual meeting held at the 2005 banquet, it was brought to a vote to make today’s meeting the annual meeting.  Marie Rocca made the motion, Trisha (Bullock) Bush seconded, and it was unanimously approved.

Proposed (temporary) amendment to the By-Laws re: Article IV – Election of Officers:  Bill Strate presented a proposal to amend the article for this meeting, to allow recommendation for officers from those not attending the meeting as long as they were notified and in agreement with the nomination.  Lowena Bristol made the motion; Sue Collins seconded the motion, and all attending alumnus approved the temporary amendment to Article IV.
